He gave that speech when he knew he 
was dying of cancer and was not even sure 
he could be strong enough to attend the 
awards ceremony.  

 
I remember most of the speech, given 

totally extemporaneously, but the line I    
remember most went something like: There 
are three things you should do every day 
and if you do them, you will have had   a 
full day. First, should you have your      
emotions moved to tears, you should cry.       
Second, you should laugh. Third, you  
should think deep thoughts. Just think, if 
you do those three things, you will have 
lived a full day. 

 
I heartily agree. But I would slightly alter 

the third of those three daily tasks. I would 
say instead of deep thoughts, you should 
contemplate some aspect of God or your  
relationship with God. Just think, if you do 
those three things every day, 365 days of 
2017, how fully you will have lived! May your 
2017 be filled with much laughter, tears, and 
contemplation of God.
